RTOW Board Meeting 11-4-05

The meeting was called to order by Kathy Wicker at 6:35 pm.  In attendance: Kathy Wicker, Dan Steinhoff, Amy Heath, Barb Meyers, Angie Bohn, Pam Bauman, Sara Seefeld, Mary Walls, Lynette Fittante, and Michelle Howard.

Reports:

a. Treasurer: Michelle Howard reported that the previous balance (September) was $18, 419.99.  Current balance is $17,470.72.  Expenditures were PO Box rental, website maintenance, and travel to executive board members.  If the by-laws pass at the meeting, the bonding process will be completed.  Kathy Wicker is working on this with Regional Insurance Agency in Menomonee Falls, WI.  A reminder to all members that the society has a tax exempt card and should contact Michelle for the number whenever they are planning a meeting.  It was discussed that the March, June, and September audits be completed by two RTOW members and the December audit be completed by a CPA and another RTOW member, contingent on the by-law passing.

b. Secretary: Lisa Gorges was not able to attend the meeting.  Minutes from the last board meeting are posted on the website.

c. By-Laws Report: Amy Heath reported the vote was ready for the Saturday meeting.  An absentee ballot was put on the website.  In the future, all absentee ballots should be received by the meeting date.

d. Area Representative Report:

a. NE- Lynette Fittante worked very hard at realigning the borders of our four districts so each had somewhat equal number of centers.  Lynette will be emailing the new lists and they will be posted on the web.  Amy Heath will be working on a digital map with the centers to be posted on the website also.  Area representatives were encouraged to get fax numbers and/or contact names for each of their centers.
b. NW- No report.

c. SW- Dan Steinhoff reported for Eric Wevley.  SW Area will be investigating mini-meetings due to the changes in ECE credits for directed readings.

d. SE- Mary Walls reported that the SE Area is also looking into hosting mini-meetings.  Mary asked if Saturday mornings would be an option for most members- the group voiced this would be a good option for most members.

e. A reminder to all area reps- in order to better serve the succeeding representative, consider making a binder with all of the information that you used while a representative.  The more information the new officers have, the better!

f. If hospitals or area members will be hosting a mini-meeting, they should contact their area representative, who will in turn contact the area centers.

e. RT Internship Report

a. Angie Bohn and Barb Myers reported that internships are going well.  The intern students got a chance to meet with the new students to discuss the program and internship sites, and all seem excited to begin.  All internship students have been informed about RT in DC from their educational directors, and a few have expressed interest.

f. RT Club

a. No representative from the club was available, but Amy Heath reported that the students are doing some fundraising to help support a student at RT in DC.

g. Website Report

a. Kathy Wicker will try to compile a history of RTOW to put on the web, along with a little bit about the society.  It was suggested to list the mission and goals from the by-laws on the site.  Because it is tedious, the membership directory will only be updated online on a quarterly basis.  Another suggestion for the website was board member bios.
Old Business:

a. New Member Packet: Pam Bauman had nothing to report at this time.  It is still something that the board feels is important to investigate.

b. History: Kathy thought it would be nice to put a timeline on the web for members to put some significant RTOW moments in history.  Another thought was to create a Jeopardy game about RTOW history and put it online.  Members can complete it for a chance to win free registration to the spring meeting.
New Business

a. Spring Meeting: The spring meeting will be hosted by the SW area members.  It will be March 25, 2006 at Chula Vista Resort in Wisconsin Dells.  The resort has a 10,000 square foot indoor water park and rooms will be available for $99.

b. RT in DC: Dan Steinhoff, President-Elect, and an intern will be representing the society again this year.  RT in DC will be held March 12-14, 2006.  WSRT hired an attorney to investigate state licensure feasibility.  The ASRT has also hired someone to aid in the cause.
c. It was suggested to ensure the by-laws state that WSRT and ASRT membership be paid by the society for the President and President-Elect.  Amy Heath will look into this and make a change proposal if needed.

d. Membership renewal will be announced in the fall newsletter.  Forms are also available online.  Late renewals will be enforced after January 31.

e. ASRT updates:

a. CE credits are changing.  Members are encouraged to go to www.asrt.org for updates.

b. The House of Delegates for ASRT is restructuring.  Beginning in 2007, there will only be two delegates from each modality nationwide.  Please check the ASRT website for details.
