     3.  New Business

                  a. Mission Statement/Vision Survey

d. Brochure & Stationary

f. 30th Anniversary Party

g. R.T. in D.C.

i. The board member has the funds to send one more member to RT in DC. 

ii. Since no one was interested, Carol Francis mother of Rachel, the student that the board is sending, will fill the vacant spot.  It was voted as a donation to Carol in the amount of $350.  Dan Steinhoff made a motion to approve this donation, Michelle Howard seconded the motion.  We will request Carol to write a summary for the RTOW newsletter.

h. C.A.R.E. bill update

          i. The C.A.R.E. bill received a new name, The Consistency, Accuracy, Responsibility and Excellence in Medical Imaging and Radiation Therapy bill was introduced to the House of Reps this last January.  It has already been passed in the senate so it’s looking good for approval this year.

i. President-Elect position/special election

         i.   After careful discussion, it was decided that due to Article 4 and 5, Andy DeLao would be asked to step down as president elect.

         ii.  As a result of this situation, a resolution to be more adherent to our bylaws and keep the rules fair across the board was made.

         iii.  Per the bylaws, there needs to be a special election for President Elect.  It was decided that both Dan Steinhoff and Sarah Seefeld would stay on as Past President and President until the fall elections; nominations will be taken at the spring elections.

j. State Tax Exempt Form

i. Dan Steinhoff will be listed on the Tax Exempt form as Vice President so that we avoid a technicality.

k. Spring Meeting

i. A nominations drive would be appreciated for open positions at the spring meeting—get the word out there that we need new board members.

ii. Whoever gets voted in as Area Rep in the place of a Rep stepping down would have to take on a three-year term.  This would be necessary if one of the current board members chooses not to complete their term.

iii. Board meeting will be held Saturday morning of RTOW.  If first meeting needs to be missed, that will have to be done.  There is not enough time to vote for increased hotel reimbursement, so it will stay as is for now.

l. RTOW board nomination/election bylaw

i. Membership status at time of nomination will be discussed at the next Public meeting

ii. The secretary will have nomination review added to their duties, i.e. will review standing of nominees before elections.

m. Misc.

i. Kathy Wicker mentioned that there is no ASRT area rep.

ii. Michelle Howard mentioned that there were complaints that reminder postcards were sent out too late, but it was decided that this was mostly just a misunderstanding.
