RTOW Annual Student Achievement Award

In order to be eligible for the RTOW Annual Student Achievement Award, the student must be a member of the RTOW during the senior year of their major.  The student must also have received a B/3.0 grade point average in all courses at the internship.

Each approved clinical site will award one student the $200 award at the end of their senior clinical year.  The award will be presented to the student who acquires the highest point total.  Point values will be assigned based on the following criteria:

1. The student must attend 1 RTOW annual meeting.  Students are encouraged to attend at least two.  Proof of attendance at meetings should be turned into their educational director and should include:

a. CE label or certificate

b. Brief description of talk and student’s evaluation

25 points for two meetings

15 points for one meeting

5 extra points for attending entire meeting

5 extra points for attending Friday night meeting

2. Submit a formal paper according to the RTOW rules for technical paper competition.

NO POINTS GIVEN- IT IS MANDATORY TO WIN AWARD

3. Highest grade point average at internship site per eligible student.

15 Points

4. Best clinical performance by the eligible students voted by staff therapists per clinical site.

25 Points

The award will consist of a check in the amount of $200, a Certificate of Achievement and the inscription of the recipient’s name on a plaque kept at each clinical site.  An active member of the RTOW will present the award during a ceremony held at the end of the clinical rotation.
